	· Visit Oak National Academy from Monday 13 th July 2020. The focus of this week’s lessons is To experience standard units of mass
· Ask your child to find a book in your house. Can they find three items which are longer than the book and three items which are shorter? Order the items from longest to shortest. Measure the items to work out the difference in lengths. 
· Can your child write down the name of each family in order from tallest to shortest. Is the tallest person the oldest person or not? Discuss why this might not be true.​ ​They could measure family members using a measuring tape. 
· Play level 1 of this ​game​ to practise measuring things with a ruler. Write handy hints for using a ruler e.g. start at 0. 
· Look outside, in your garden or on your walk, can your child find things that are taller than they are and things that are shorter than they are? 
· Work with your child to design a rocket using different 2D shapes. This could be done with 3D shapes if you have spare boxes and resources at home. 
· Can your child design a logo for their rocket? They must include the following 2D shapes: rectangle, triangle, hexagon and heptagon. 




	· ​Visit Oak National Academy from Monday 13th July 2020. Daily online lesson on English use Reception lessons. 
· Read a variety of books at home. Favourites can be repeated. Hearing the patterns of language in a story will support your child’s language development. · 
· Reception age children: Children to read to parents daily. Visit Oxford Owl for free eBooks that link to your child’s book band. You can create a free account at: https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/for-home/ 
·  Complete the linked Play activities for each book. · 
· Play Tricky Words Trucks from Phonics play at  Phases 4. 
· Ask your child to select a book and imagine they are reading it in space. Try reading it with a flashlight just before bedtime. 
· Ask your child to listen to ​Look Up!​ read by the author and then take part in a drawing session with the book’s illustrator. 
· Take a look at these ​facts about space​ and read them together. Planets on ​Oxford Owl​ has further facts. Does your child have any further questions about space that you could investigate? 
· ​Ask your child to list any space related words from the books they have read or listened to this week. Can they write the meanings of each word? 
· ​Listen to Beegu ​here​. Can your child write a character description about Beegu? Encourage them to reference events from the story.

· ​​Play ‘I Spy in Space’. ‘​I spy, with my little eye, something beginning with t​’. ​CHALLENGE​: You can include these sounds ​ch, sh, th​. 
· Your child can list things they would see in space that begin with the letters S, P, A,C & E. Then your child can practice writing these letters in space (in the air) using their finger or a pencil. 
· Write the names of the planets on separate pieces of paper and practise reading them. Can your child order them alphabetically? 


	· Visit Oak National Academy from Monday 3oth June 2020. 
· Daily online lesson on English use Reception lessons.
· ​ Ask your child to design their own rocket and create a bank of adjectives to describe it and verbs to describe how it moves. 
· Now that they have designed their rocket, ask your child to create an advertisement of the rocket launch. How much will it cost? What time will it launch? Is there anything else on offer? 
· Ask your child to plan their own trip to space – what will they take and what will they do there? Record this in a timetable. 
· ​Encourage your child to research facts about a planet and then create a fact file about their chosen planet. This could be Earth. 
· Watch the Disney short “La Luna” ​here​. Ask your child to write a short diary entry about the star crashing into the moon. 
 



	Learning Project - to be done throughout the week 

	The project this week aims to provide opportunities for your child to learn more about space. Learning may focus on our Solar System, the Sun and the Moon. It could look at life in outer space from the view of an astronaut and travelling through space. 
· ●  Our Solar System-​ ​Encourage your child to think about what they already know about space and create a mind map. Can they name the planets in our solar system? Use ​the Solar System Song​ ​to create a diagram showing the order of the planets. Or make real ones using balloons and paper mache. 
●  Astronaut Aerobics- ​Astronauts have to be fit and agile for their missions into space. Ask your child to design a home workout and put your agility to the test! You could even use ​Mr Garcia's​ video to help. Then, your child can plan a day of healthy eating for the aspiring astronauts thinking carefully about each food group. 
●  What are Day and Night?-​ Share the video of ​day and night​ with your child. Watch the video and then create a poster about day and night explaining why we have day and night. Play the quiz and see how many answers you can get right! 
●  Rocket Creation- ​As part of their writing tasks, your child has designed a rocket. Ask your child to create their rocket using objects they can find in the home such as cardboard boxes, newspapers and tin foil. Can they write a set of instructions to share with a family member or friend? ​. 
●  Is There Anything out There?- ​Tim Peake​ is a famous British astronaut. Ask your child to record the questions they would ask him if they could interview him. Can they answer the questions in role as him? Why not task them with designing a new space suit for him? What would make a good space suit? 
Make a Textured Planet  Work with your child to create a replica of a planet. You could papier mache a balloon, or colour, paint or stick bits of materials on to the card to create textured effects. This shaving foam paint technique (see picture) creates a great textured finish when dry. Simply spray shaving foam onto a plate and drop in food colouring or poster paint.

	MEMORIES

	​Over the last year, your child will have created many school memories that they will cherish forever. 
Capture these memories in a fun way by asking your child to create a
‘M​emory Jar​’. ​Using coloured paper ask your child to draw or write down their favourite memories. They can use different colours to show different categories of memory e.g. blue for friendship, yellow for teachers, red for favourite lessons, green for school trips. Use a jam jar or a plastic bottle to collect their memories; they could even personalise their jar with decoration. 

	ACHIEVEMENTS 
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	​Your child has achieved so much over the course of the year and now it is time to reflect on what makes them proud. Ask your child to think about their proudest academic achievements and their ​proudest achievements​ outside of the classroom too. After discussing your child’s accomplishments, ask them to choose one. Work together to design and create an achievement medal. Do this by cutting a piece of cardboard into a circle or star shape, painting it gold or sticking shiny paper to it. Write the number one on the medal and add string or ribbon. Why not have a ceremony and present the medal to your child? 

	SAYING FAREWELL

	​Ending the academic year is a time for your child to say​ ​farewell to current teachers and sometimes to classmates too. Talk to your child about the friendships they have made this year. Who is important to them and why? What are they going to miss most about their teacher/teachers? Support your child to draw around their hand on paper and then carefully cut it out. Ask your child to draw or write a ​goodbye message​ to a friend or teacher. On each finger, they could write the qualities that this special person has displayed over the year e.g. kindness, being helpful, etc. 

	INDIVIDUAL QUALITIES 
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	​Ask your child to think about what makes them special. What makes them different to other people? You could ask other family members to contribute to this too and record a list of your child’s individual qualities together. Following this, ask your child to record their individual qualities on a person template (see below). They may wish to do this by creating a collage using cut out pictures from magazines that represent their individual qualities. Alternatively, they could draw pictures to represent their qualities onto the template. Talk about the ​importance of being unique ​together. 

	GOAL SETTING 
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	​Read or listen to the story ‘Giraffes Can’t Dance’​here​.​​Talk about how Gerald the giraffe showed determination when trying to achieve his goals.​ Ask your child what they would like to achieve next year, e.g. ‘to improve my handwriting’, ‘count in tens’ or ‘show more kindness to others’. After this, ask your child to choose 5 things from the list which they would like to achieve during their next school year. Work together to create a ​vision board​. This can be done by cutting out pictures that represent the goals, pasting onto card and decorating. They could add personal qualities to their vision board too.
